Acilis Konusmasi

Bir cihan devleti olan Osmanli Devleti’nin ilk baskenti Bursa, Os-
manli’nin kiiltiir ve uygarlik degerlerinin olustugu, gelistigi ve bu konuda
ornek eserlerin verildigi nadir sehirlerimizden biridir. Bu baglamda Bur-
sa’nin bir tarih, kiiltiir ve sanat sehri oldugunu belirtmek gerekir. Bu ba-
kimdan Bursa’nin s6z konusu degerleriyle ilgili bilimsel arastirmalar yap-
mak, sempozyumlar ve kongreler diizenlemek ve bunlari bilim diinyasina
sunmak biiyiik bir 6nemi haizdir. Bu konular iizerinde yapilacak ¢aligma-
lar, kiiresellesen diinyamizda kiiltiir ve uygarlik degerlerimizin siiphesiz
evrensel bir diizeye gelmesini de saglayacaktir.

Biz Osmangazi Belediyesi olarak, beledi islerimizin yaninda, hem
sehrimizin hem de y6remizin tarih, kiiltiir ve sanat eserlerinin arastirilma-
sia ve bunlarin bilim diinyasina kazandirilmasima biiyiik 6nem vermek-
teyiz. Nitekim bugiine kadar siz degerli hocalarimizin katkilariyla Osmanli
Devleti’nin kurucusu Osman Gazi basta olmak tizere Murad Hudavendigar,
II. Murad ve Fatih Sultan Mehmed dénemlerini i¢ine alan sempozyumlari,
siz degerli hocalarimizin katkilartyla diizenledigimizi ve s6z konusu sem-
pozyumlarda sunulan bildirileri yaymlayarak bilim diinyasina sundugumu-
zu belirtmek istiyorum. Bunun yaninda Tirk edebiyatinin segkin simasi
Ahmed Hamdi Tanpinar ve Dogumunun 400. Yilinda Niyazi-i Misri Done-
mi gibi énemli sempozyumlara da ev sahipligi yapmis bulunuyoruz. Bu
bakimdan bu sempozyumlara katilan, bildiriler sunan ve boylece Bursa’nin
ve iilkemizin tarihine 6nemli katkilarda bulunan degerli hocalarima ne ka-
dar ¢ok tesekkiir etsem azdir.

Osmangazi Belediyemiz, bu sempozyumlarin devam olarak sizlerin
katilim1 ve destegiyle 8-10 Subat 2019 tarihlerinde ii¢ giin devam edecek
olan Orta Asya’dan Anadolu’ya Yoriikler Sempozyumu’nu diizenlemis bu-
lunmaktadir. Bu sempozyumumuza yurt i¢inden ve yurt disindan bildirile-
riyle katilan siz degerli hocalarima ¢ok tesekkiir ediyorum. Siz degerli uz-
man hocalarimin bildigi gibi, Bursa bdlgesinde ve hatta Anadolu’nun genis
bir kesiminde goger hayat yasayan insanlarimizin 6nemli kesimi Y 6riik adi
ile bilinmektedir. Tarihi siire¢ i¢inde Orta Asya’dan Anadolu’ya go¢ eden
bu insanlarimizin 6nemli bir kesiminin, Osmanli déneminde Rumeli’ye
g0oc ettigi ve Yoriik adiyla bilindigi bir gergektir. Hatta Osmanli Devleti’ni
kuran atalarimizin da aslinda Yoriik oldugu malumlarimzdir. Bu baglamda
Bursa dahil, Anadolu’nun batisindaki insanlarimizin 6nemli bir kesimi ken-
dilerini Yoriik olarak bilmekte ve Yoriik olmakla iftihar etmektedirler.

Osmangazi Mayor Mustafa Diindar’s Remarks for the Opening
of the Symposium

Bursa, the first capital of the great Ottoman State, is one of our elite
cities that was formed and developed by Ottoman culture and civilization
values, and which holds exemplary works that testify to this. In this regard,
we must state that Bursa is a city of history, culture and the arts. Conse-
quently, conducting scholarly research on these values and holding sympo-
siums and congresses to present the results to the scientific world carries
great importance. The studies done on these subjects will ensure that our
cultural and civilization values are brought to universal attention in our
globalized world.

With this aim in mind,
I hope that the Orta Asya’dan Anadolu’ya Yériikler Symposium (Sympo-
sium on Nomads from Central Asia to Anatolia) will be an auspicious
gathering and, in this spirit, I would like to extend my greetings and
respects to our scholars and participants.

Tiirkgenin en eski yazili kaynaklarinda “adim atmak”, “ilerlemek”
ve “yiirimek” anlamlarina gelen “yori-/yorii-” fiilinin sonuna “-k” ekinin
gelmesiyle ortaya ¢ikan “yoriik” terimine ilk defa 15. yiizyilda Anadolu’-
daki Tiirk¢e kaynaklarda rastlanmaktadir. Bu baglamda “yoriik” teriminin
zaman i¢inde, Anadolu ve Balkanlar’da goger hayat tarzini ifade eden te-
rimlerden biri haline geldigi anlagilmaktadir. Osmanli doneminde daha ¢ok
Anadolu’nun batisindaki ve Balkanlar’daki gogebe tesekkiilleri ifade etmek
icin kullanilan bu terimin, anlam itibariyle goger hayat tarzini yasayanlarin
tamamini i¢ine alan Tiirkge bir kavram oldugu belirtilmelidir. Osmanli d6-
neminde bu hayati yasayanlar ifade etmek i¢in “yoriik’ teriminin yaninda
“Tirkmen”, “konargoger”, “gdcer”, “goger-evli” ve “gdgebe” gibi terimle-
rin de kullanildiginin altin1 ¢izmek gerekir.

Insan, hayvan ve tabiat iliskisi cercevesinde tabiatla biitiinleserck ve
tabiat1 koruyarak yiizyillar iginde olusan ve kendine 6zgii kiiltiir ve uygar-
lik degerlerine sahip olan gocebeligin, insanlik tarihinin yarisidan fazlasi-
ni teskil ettigi bir gercektir. Bu bakimdan s6z konusu hayat tarzin1 yasayan
gbcebe topluluklar iizerinde sempozyumlar ve kongreler diizenlemek, di-
siplinler aras1 aragtirmalar yapmak, projeler gelistirmek ve bunlarm sonug-
lari bilim diinyasina sunmak biiyiik bir ehemmiyet arz etmektedir.

Belirtilen hususlar ¢ercevesinde, 8-10 Subat 2019 tarihlerinde Bur-
sa’da Osmangazi Belediyesi tarafindan Uluslararast Orta Asya’dan Ana-
dolu’ya Yoriikler Sempozyumu diizenlenmistir. Bursa’mn tarihi mekan1 Or-
dekli Kiiltiir Merkezi’'nde yapilan sempozyum, Osmangazi Belediye Bag-
ka1 Saym Mustafa Diindar’mn, bilimin ve bilim insanlarinin hizmetinde ol-
dugunu belirten acilis konusmalariyla baglamistir. Bunu takiben Bursa Ulu-
dag Universitesi Devlet Konservatuari dgretim iiyelerinden Ozlem Dogus
Varh ve Ersen Varli, Yoriiklerin kiiltiir zenginliginin ve birikiminin 6énemli
bir pargasi olan otantik Y oriik miizigi ziyafeti vermistir.

Oturumlar hélinde ger¢eklesen Sempozyuma 30 bilim insan1 bildiri-
leriyle katilmustir. Bu kitap, s6z konusu sempozyuma sunulan bildirilerin
metinlerini ihtiva etmektedir. Konu ve muhteva dikkate almarak bir siraya
konulan bu kitaptaki makalelerden ilkini ilhan Sahin’e ait makale teskil
eder. Gogebelikte grup ve akraba kimliginin olusumunu ve gelisimini ele
alan Sahin, bu olusumda rol oynayan faktorleri, Orta Asya ve Osmanli do-
nemi gogebeleri baglaminda mukayeseli olarak ele alir. Saadettin Yagmur
Gomeg makalesinde, Cin yilliklarina dayanarak Tiirk tarihinin en eski yo-
rikleri; Konuralp Ercilasun, Cince kaynaklarda elde edilen bilgi ¢ergeve-
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sinde konargdcerlik ve Hunlar; Kayrat Belek, Koktiirk donemi petroglif ve
tamgalarinda go¢, goc hareketleri ve meskenler; Mustafa Gokge, Mentese
bolgesi yoriiklerinde tabiat unsurlarma iliskin IslAm oncesi tespit edilen
ritiieller; Abdrasul Isakov-Giildana Murzakulova, Tanr1 Dag1 ve Anadolu
konargdgerlerinde zaman hesaplamanin belirleyici unsurlart ve Taalay Sar-
sembiyeva, Kirgiz toplumunda evlilik sonrasi gelin statiisiinii elde eden ka-
dinin, aile igindeki yeri ve bununla ilgili Kirgiz toplumundaki sozli kay-
naklar {izerinde durur.

Bunun yaninda Ugler Bulduk, yasanilan hayat tarz1 bakimmdan bir-
birini tamamlayan ve birbirinin yerine kullanilan Y&riikliik ve Tiirkmenlik
kavramlarmi; Sadullah Giilten, Osmanli Devleti’nin gelenekgi yapisi iginde
Yoriik adi, bu adin genislemesi ve hukuki bir anlam kazanmasini; Alpaslan
Demir, bir gocer olarak Osmanli’da yasamanin konumunu ve durumunu;
Mehmet Alpargu, 16. yiizyilda Dest-i Kipgak bolgesinde gogebe hayatin
temel unsurlarmi; Davut Sahbaz, Osmanli déoneminde Sivas’in kuzey bol-
gesinden Orta Anadolu’ya ve Akdeniz’e kadar uzanan bolgede yasayan
Ulu Yoriik Tirkmenleri’nin 15. ve 16 yiizyillardaki idari ve sosyal yapilari
ile niifusunu ve M. Hakan Ozgelik ise Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti’nin kurucusu
Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk’iin Yoriikler ve Y o6riikliik ile iliskisini ele alir.

Bunlara ilaveten Muhammed Bilal Celik, Hive Hanligi déneminde
(1511-1920) merkezi idare ile gogebeler arasindaki iliskiler ve miicadele-
ler; Emine Erdogan Oziinlii, 16. yiizyilda Ankara Yé&riikleri’nin énemli bir
pargast olan Haymana Ydriikleri arasinda Oguz boylarina mensup tesek-
kiiller; Niliifer Alkan Giinay, 1695’te Osmanlilarda malikane sisteminin
uygulanmaya baglamasini takiben 18. ylizyilda Hudavendigar sancagindaki
Yériik Voyvodalar ve Yoriikler ile olan iliskileri ve Ismail Yasayanlar, 19.
yiizyilda Hudavendigér sancagidaki Yoriiklerin iskan stiregleri, iskan son-
rasinda yasadiklar zorluklar ve yerlesiklerle olan iliskileri hakkinda bilgi
Vverir.

Bu makaleleri takiben Yusuf Oguzoglu, Akdeniz bolgesinde genis
bir cografi alana yayilan Teke-ili Yoriikleri’nin sosyal ve kiiltiirel yapisina;
Ahmet Gokbel, Varsak adli Tiirkmenlerin mensei, siyasi tarih, gocler, orf,
adet ve inanglarina; Ayhan Yiiksel, Giresun ydresini yurt tutan Cepniler’in
kiiltiir ve uygarlik degerlerinin olugsmasinda 6nemli bir rol oynayan gele-
neksel kislak-yaylak bolgeleri arasindaki go¢lerine, go¢ yollarina, konakla-
ma yerlerine ve go¢ hareketleri baglaminda olusan kiiltiir ve uygarhk kav-
ramlarina; Ali Akar-Ceyhun Sar1, Bati Anadolu Y6riik agizlarinin tarihi ve
lengiiistik agidan Orta Asya Tiirk lehgeleriyle iligkilerine; Tiirkan Erdogan,
Denizli-Tavas ilgesi Aydogdu yoriik koyl drneginde diiglin ve evlilik ge-
leneginde degisimlere ve Ozlem Dogus Varli, saha calismalar1 verileri 11-
ginda sozli kiiltiirtin 6nemli bir kismuni teskil eden Yorik-Tirkmen kadm
kimligi ve miizigine ait unsurlara deginirler.
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Bu makalelerden sonra M. Muhtar Kutlu, etnografik gézlem ve de-
gerlendirmeler 1s181nda kendilerine 6zgii kiiltiirleri olan Anadolu’daki go-
gerlerin yerlesme dokusundaki izleri, barinma pratikleri ve beslenme kiilt-
iriindeki nitelikleri; Atilla Erden, ekolojik ve jeolojik yapilarin Y 6riikler-
deki konut kiiltiiriine etkileri ve Kazim Yetis, Tiirkler tarafindan en eski
zamanlardan beri bilinen yogurt kelimesinin mensei, yogurdun yapimi ve
beslenme kiiltiiriindeki yeri konusuna odaklanirlar.

Gogebeligin yegane mal varligi olan hayvancilikla ilgili olarak
Amantur Caparov, Kirgiz ve Tiirk go¢ebelerinde mal ve malcilik ile ilgili
bazi paralellikler ve farkliliklar; Ayse Hilal Tuztas Horzumlu, goger ya-
samda tasimacilikta kullanilan maddi kiiltiir unsurlar1 ve bu unsurlar bag-
laminda gocteki sosyal organizasyon; Mayrambek Orozobayev, Kirgiz go-
cebeleri ve Sar1 Kegili Ydriikleri’nde davarcilik meslegi ve bununla ilgili
ortak kavramlar ve bu kavramlarm kokeni; Kenan Ziya Tas ise Balikesir’in
Ivrindi ilgesine bagl Karakegili Cukuroba kdyiinde hayvancilik, hayvanlar-
la ilgili kavramlar, deyimler ve tabirler {izerinde dururlar.

Kisaca muhtevalar verilen 30 makalenin, gogebe hayat tarzinin er-
ken dénemi, olusumu, sosyal yapisi, kiiltiirel degerleri ve bu degerlerle il-
gili kavramlar, insan-tabiat-hayvan iliskisi baglaminda gelistirilen barinma
pratikleri ve beslenme kiiltlirli yaninda yegane mal varliklart olan hayvan
ve hayvancilik gibi 6nemli konular1 i¢ine aldig1 dikkati ¢eker. Bu bakimdan
sempozyuma ilgi gosteren ve bildiri sunan meslektaslarimiza ne kadar te-
sekkiir etsek azdir. Meslektaglarimizin sempozyuma bu ilgisi olmasydi, bi-
lim diinyasina bdyle bir eseri sunmak miimkiin olamayacakti.

Belirtilen hususlar baglaminda bdylesine 6nemli bir sempozyumu
gerceklestiren ve sempozyumun bildirilerinin bir an 6nce kitaplagtirarak bi-
lim diinyasina sunulmasini saglayan Bursa Osmangazi Belediye Baskani
Mustafa Diindar’a ne kadar ¢ok tesekkiir etsek azdir. Bunun yaninda sem-
pozyumun hazirlik safthasindan itibaren bilim diinyasi ile miisterek c¢alis-
manin en giizel 6regini veren Bursa Osmangazi Belediyesi Kiiltiir ve
Sosyal Isler Miidiirii Kenan Kir’a ve ¢alisma arkadaslarina da tesekkiir edi-
yoruz. Ayrica eserde yer alan makalelerin Ingilizce 6zetlerini gozden gegi-
ren ve gerektiginde Ingilizceye terciimeleri de yapan degerli dostum ve
meslektagim Jack Snowden’e de tesekkiir etmek bizim i¢in bir borctur. Bu-
na ilaveten kitabin yayina hazirlanmasi sirasinda yardimlarini esirgemeyen
degerli meslektasim Dr. Ogretim Uyesi Dinara Duisebayeva’ya da tesekkiir
ederim.

Introduction

The term “yoriik” emerged for the first time in Turkish sources in
Anatolia in the 15th century with a “k” tacked on to the verb “yori/yorii”,
which means “adim atmak” (take a step), “ilerlemek” (proceed) and “yiirii-
mek” (walk), from verbs which are found in the oldest written Turkish
sources. In this regard, it is understood that over time the term “yoriik”
became one of the terms to describe the nomadic lifestyle in Anatolia and
the Balkans. It should be said that this term, which was mostly applied to
the nomad groups in western Anatolia and the Balkans during the Ottoman
period, has a meaning in Turkish that encompasses all of those who live the
nomadic life. One must also emphasize that in the Ottoman period, in addi-
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tion to the term “yorik”, other terms like “Tiirkmen”, “konargdger”, “go-
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ger”, “gbcer-evli” and “gdcebe” were used for those who live this lifestyle.

It is a fact that nomadism, which binds with nature in the framework
of man-animal-natural relations, which was formed through the centuries
by preserving nature, and which possesses unique cultural and civilization
values, comprises more than half of human history. Consequently, it is of
great importance that symposiums and congresses be organized regarding
the nomadic communities who live this lifestyle and that there be interdis-
ciplinary research conducted, projects developed and the results promul-
gated to the scholarly world.

In the context of the aforementioned topics, the Uluslararast Orta
Asya’dan Anadolu’ya Yoriikler Sempozyumu (International Symposium on
Yoriiks From Central Asia to Anatolia) was organized by the Osmangazi
Municipality in Bursa from 8 to 10 February 2019. The symposium was
held at the Ordekli Kiiltiir Merkezi (Ordekli Cultural Center), a historic
setting in Bursa, and began with the opening remarks of Osmangazi Mayor
Mustafa Diindar, who stated that the symposium was focused on scholar-
ship in the service of scholars. Following the Mayor’s address, Ozlem Do-
gus Varli and Ersen Varli, academicians at Bursa Uludag University State
Conservatory, treated the audience to an important, authentic Yoriik music
piece that reflected the cultural richness and accumulations of the Y 6riiks.

30 scholars participated in the symposium, which was comprised of
sessions, and they all presented papers. This book is comprised of the texts
of these paper presented at the symposium. Based on the topic and con-
tents, the first of these papers is that of Ilhan Sahin, who took up the forma-
tion and development of group and kinship identity in nomadism. The
factors that played a role in this formation were compared with regard to
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Central Asian nomads and those in the Ottoman period. In his article, Saa-
dettin Yagmur Gomeg looked at the most ancient of Turkish yoriiks based
on Chinese annuals; Konuralp Ercilasun examined the Huns and nomadism
in the framework of information gleaned from Chinese sources; Kayrat
Belek studied Goktiirk period petroglyphs and stamps vis-a-vis nomadism,
nomadic movements and housing; Mustafa Gokge investigated the pre-
Moslem rituals related to elements of nature among the yoriiks of the Men-
tese region; Abdrasul Isakov and Giildana Murzakulova looked at the ele-
ments that determined time among the nomads of Tanr1 Dagi and Anatolia;
and Taalay Sarsembiyeva focused on verbal sources in the Kyrgyz commu-
nity with regard to Kyrgyz women and their status after marriage, along
with their place within the family structure.

In addition, Ucler Bulduk examined the concepts of Y&riik-ism and
Tiirkmen-ism, based on their respective elements that complement each
other and those that are different; Abdullah Giilten studied the Yoriik name
in the tradition structure of the Ottoman State, the broadening of this name
and its legal meaning; Alpaslan Demir looked at the position and situation
of a nomad’s life in Ottoman times; Mehmet Alpargu examined the basic
elements of nomadic life in the Dasht-i Qipchak region in the 16th century;
Davut Sahbaz studied the administrative and social structures and popula-
tion of the Ulu Yoriik Tirkmens of the 15th and 16th century, who lived
during the Ottoman period in an area that stretched from the north of Sivas
to Central Anatolia and the Mediterranean; and M. Hakan Ozgcelik took up
relations between the Yoriiks and the Tiirkmens and Mustafa Kemal Ata-
tiirk, the founder of the Turkish Republic.

Muhammed Bilal Celik examined relations and struggles among no-
mads and the central administration in the Khiva Khanate period (1511-
1920); Emine Erdogan Oziinlii looked at elements that were members of
the Oghuz clan among the Haymana Y 6riiks, who were an important part
of the Ankara Yoriiks in the 16th century; Niliifer Alkan Giinay studied re-
lations between the Yoriik Voyvodas and the Y 6riiks in 18th century Huda-
vendigar subdivision, in the aftermath of the implementation of the mali-
kéane system in the Ottoman State in 1695; and Ismail Yasayanlar, provided
information about the housing process of the Yoriiks in 19th century
Hudévendigar subdivision and the difficulties the Yo6riiks experienced after
entering settled life, along with their relations with the settled population.

Yusuf Oguzoglu looked at the social and cultural make-up of the
Teke-ili Yoriiks who are spread across a wide geography in the Mediter-
ranean region, Ahmet Gokbel examined the origins, political history,
movements, customs, traditions and beliefs of the Tiirkmen called Varsak;
Ayhan Yiiksel studied the cultural and civilization concepts of the Chepnis
of Giresun, with regard to the important role played in their formation by
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the Chepnis’ traditional summer-winter movements, their routes and their
lodgings; Ali Akar and Ceyhun Sar1 investigated the relationship of the dia-
lects of the Yorikks of Western Anatolia in relation to Central Asian
Turkish dialects, from a historical and linguistic perspective; Tiirkan Erdo-
gan looked at the changes in wedding and marriage traditions of Aydogdu
Yériik village in Denizli’s Tavas district; and Ozlem Dogus Varli exam-
ined the elements of Yoriik-Tiirkmen women’s identity and music, which
comprise an important portion of verbal culture, in light of data obtained
from field studies.

M. Muhtar Kutlu took up the traces, housing practices and nourish-
ment culture of Anatolian nomads, who have a unique culture, in light of
ethnographic observation and evaluations; Atilla Erden investigated the ef-
fects of ecologic and geologic structures on the lodging culture of the Yo-
riiks and Kézim Yetis examined the origin of the word ‘yogurt’, which has
been known to Turks since ancient times, along with the make-up of yogurt
and its place in the nourishment culture.

Amantor Caparov studied the similarities and differences between
Kyrgyz and Turkish nomads in regard to property and ownership, as they
relate to animal husbandry, the lone source of nomadic property; Ayse Hi-
lal Tuztas Horzumlu examined the physical cultural elements used in no-
madic transportation and these elements’ place in nomads’ social organiza-
tion; Mayrambek Orozobayev took up the common concepts between Kyr-
gyz nomads and Sar1 Kegili Yoriiks regarding ‘davarcilik’ (raising goats
and sheep) and the source of these concepts; and Kenan Ziya Tas examined
animal husbandry, concepts regarding animals, sayings and expressions in
Karakegili Cukuroba village of Tvrindi district, Balikesir.

The 30 articles, whose contents have been mentioned here
briefly, focused on the early period of the nomadic lifestyle, social
structure and cultural values and, in relation to the concepts associated
with these values, lodging practices and the nourishment -culture
developed in connection with the human-nature-animal relationship,
along with other important topics regarding animals and animal
husbandry, the lifeblood of the no-mads’ profession. In this regard,
however much we express our appreci-ation for our colleagues who
have participated in the symposium and presented papers, it would
be insufficient. Had our colleagues not show such interest in the
symposium it would have been impossible to present a book like this to
the scholarly world.

We are especially grateful to Bursa Osmangazi Mayor Mustafa
Diin-dar for having organized this important symposium and for ensuring
that the symposium’s papers would be collected together in a book right
away for presentation to the world of science. In addition, we would like
to thank Kenan Kir, the Director of Cultural and Social Activities for the
Bursa Os-
